Mary Wade Receives $48K Check for Participating in

Connecticut Energy Efficiency Fund Program
August 2, 2011, New Haven, CT- On August 23, 2011 at 10am the Mary Wade, a five star non-profit senior community providing a tradition of quality healthcare, will receive a plaque and recognition for an incentive check for participating in Energy Efficiency Fund’s Energy Conscious Blueprint Program.  
After undergoing a new $11m expansion of their Adult Day Center and Skilled Nursing Facility, Mary Wade was looking for a way to become more energy efficient and save money on their electric bill.  In addition to providing healthcare services, Mary Wade has been an active member of the Fair Haven Community and has purchased and renovated homes to provide low-income housing to greater New Haven residents. 
Mary Wade approached the Energy Efficiency Fund and The United Illuminating Company (UI) to seek out ways to become more energy efficient.  The Energy Efficiency fund is dedicated to help residents and businesses save on their electric and natural gas bills, advance economic development, reduce electric demand, and help reduce air pollution.  Energy Efficiency fund programs are funded by a charge on customer’s utility bills and are administered by the state’s electric and gas utilities, including: Connecticut Light and Power, United Illuminating, Yankee Gas, Connecticut Natural Gas, and Southern Connecticut Gas.  
Mary Wade will receive annual and lifetime savings for installing Fluorescent Lighting, a chiller, premium efficiency fan/pump motors, Condensing Boiler and VFD’s on Fan/pump motors.  For example, the energy savings for Fluorescent Lighting on annual basis will total 56,930 kWh, and lifetime savings will be 853,950kWH.  The total Energy Efficiency Fund incentive amount totaled $32,035., from UI and $16,000 from Southern Connecticut Gas which is $48,035 incentive to the non-profit organization.  
In a time of economic uncertainty, these energy savings costs add up.  According to David Hunter, “By partnering with The United Illuminating Company and the CT Energy Efficiency Fund Mary Wade will not only reduce energy consumption  but we will be able to use the monies to provide vital support services to seniors who need our assistance.”  Community members are encouraged to attend a reception for Mary Wade to receive this generous check on August 23, 2011 at 10am.
